Cat Bed

Design & work: Kokka Fabric

Size: Bottom - about 41 cm (diameter)
Height - about 19cm

Materials

OFabric A: about 110cm wide x 90cm
OFabric B: about 110cm wide x 50cm
O Cotton Stuffing: 300g

OTape: about 30mm wide x 13cm

Fabric shown for this sample: EYXA-1000-1A

Unit: cm
Add 1cm seam when cutting the fabric unless otherwise specified.

Instructions Front Side - (FrS), Reverse Side (RvS)

1. Make the cushion ‘

With the front sides facing each other,
sew together the cushion pieces.

Leave an opening
for turning
¢ (about 12cm)

with cotton (about 120g).

\ with blind stitches to finish.

2. Make the bed

With the front sides facing each other, sew together
the panels at the sides with the tape in-between.

Panel
(FrS)

the seam open.
Panel
(RvS)

7cm

With the front sides facing outside, fold the panel.
Stitch eight even partition lines.

/

Stitch with concealed seam along the stitch line.

Turn it inside out and stuff it

Close the opening for turning

@Sew at 1cm and press

®Fold the tape (cut to 13cm) in
half, and place it in-between.

Stuff each opening
with evenly portioned
remaining cotton.

Fold line

With the front sides facing outside,
sew together the bottom and panel.

Sew at 1cm

Finish all the seams
together.

Fold line

Turn it over so that the seam will stay on the inner side.

Place the cushion to finish.
