Materials

O Outer fabric: 70cm x 110cm wide

O Lining fabric: 40cm x 110cm wide

O Fusible quilt batting: 75cm x 90cm wide

Fabric shown for this sample: YG-79040-2D
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*Adhere fusible quilt batting on the back of the outer fabric.

Instructions

1. Make the handles per finished measurement.
Baste them to the main bag outer fabric.

5. With the front sides facing outside, baste the main bag outer
fabric and lining fabric at the opening at 0.5cm from the top edge.
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0.2cm stitch

Fold the handle in half. Run stitches in the center,
leaving 12.5cm unsewn on each side.
12.5cm 0.2cm stitch 12.5cm

Main bag lining fabric (front side)

Sew at 0.5cm
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6. With the front sides facing each other, put together
the opening fabric with handles in-between and sew together.

2. Add tucks on the main bag fabric. ‘

Gather tucks and baste the
top at 0.5cm from the edge.
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*Repeat the process for the lining fabric.

3. With the front sides facing each other, sew together the main
outer bag fabric at the sides, bottom and gusset.
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*Repeat the process for
the opening lining fabric.
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Turn the opening fabric
inside out and run stitches.

7. With the front sides facing each other,
sew together the opening fabric and main bag.

4. Make the pockets and attach them to the main bag outer fabric. Opening lining fabric (reverse side)
With the fromt side Turn it inside out and Main bag Opening outer fabric (reverse side)

run 4cm wide stitches

facing each other, at the pocket opening.

fold in half. Sew around
the edge at 1cm.

Leave an
opening
for turning.

Add tucks and

baste it at 0.5cm. Align the bottom of the

pocket with the gusset.
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
