Make two pieces each of handle and drawstring

1. Adhere fusible interfacing on the back of the handle.

4. Make the opening fabric for drawstring ‘

With the front sides facing each other,
sew together the ends of the piece and apply stitches.
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®Fold both ends in

(@Baste the handle. three and stitch.
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opening fabric bottom ends for 1cm.
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5. Sew together the top opening of
the body outer fabric and lining fabric
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@Make the tuck and ]
sew together. (FrS) .’
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Repeat the 0.5cm
tuck and baste

Sew with 1cm seam.
Press the seam open. (RvS)

outer fabric and lining fabric around the perimeter

3. With the front sides facing each other, sew together the body

6. Attach the drawstring opening fabric to the bag opening

®Adhere fusible interfacing on the back of the body outer fabric.
Baste the ruffles below the matchmark and sew together along the perimeter.
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Back stitch

7. Insert the drawstring through the opening to finish

®With the front sides facing each other, sew together the body lining fabric

around the perimeter and leave an opening for turning.
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* Insert the drawstring and
close the opening for turning.
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
